Wellness Checks—Absolutely Essential

We believe our APA staff and our APA parents have a common goal: Stay safe and stay
open. We are asking parents to be vigilant about doing the wellness check every day by
7:50 am and, if your student is unwell or is experiencing symptoms, please do not bring
them to school. Communicate quickly with the school when your student is absent and if
their absence is covid related. To limit potential exposure in class, students who come to
school without their wellness check completed may be asked to wait outside of class until
parents can be contacted and the wellness check is done.
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Tech Tools: QR Codes & Text Messages
It is critical this year that every parent be confident in some basic tech skills. This week’s
focus: QR Codes and text messages. If you aren’t able to do these things, please ask a
friend, a smart Kkid, or call the school for some help.

= Open a QR code link with your cell phone.
This is a simple way to access things on the internet without typing in long links.
Simply open the camera on your phone. Point it at the QR code. A box will

appear on your screen with a link. Tap on it and you’ll be connected! Example QR Code

= Sign up for text messages from the school.

ALMA: The K-6 Grading Program (weeks/s)

Parents have access to their student’s grades 24 /7 with the online ALMA grading program
and should be checking their student’s grades regularly. All parents should have received
an email from ALMA with directions for logging on.

District Parent Involvement Policy (week3/4)

At the conclusion of each school year, end-of-year assessment data is reported and organized into a
Comprehensive Needs Assessment (CNA). The CNA includes demographic, attendance, and assessment
data. Also included in the CNA are the results of the annual Parent Survey. This Survey evaluates, among
other things, the satisfaction of parents with the quality of the academic program and their opportunities
to participate in the schools. American Preparatory administrators annually invite select staff and
parents from each school to participate in a District/School Planning Meeting. This Committee reviews
the Comprehensive Needs Assessment and analyzes areas for potential improvement. District/School
Plans are developed with goals, action steps, and budget relationships. District and School Parent
Involvement Policies are evaluated for effectiveness. School, Parent, and Student Compacts are also
examined by this Committee for recommended changes.

School Parent Involvement Policies

School Parent Involvement Policies vary slightly by campus and are located within the Parent-Student
Handbooks.

Professional Qualifications

Our parent surveys consistently express confidence and overwhelming satisfaction with our teachers at
American Prep. Parents are welcome at any time to request information regarding the professional
qualifications of the student's classroom teachers including: 1) whether the teacher has met State
qualification and licensing criteria for the grade levels and subject areas in which the teacher provides
instruction or whether the teacher is teaching under emergency or other provisional status through
which State qualification or licensing criteria have been waived; 2) the baccalaureate degree major of the
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teacher and any other graduate certification or degree held by the teacher, and the field of discipline of

the certification or degree; and 3) whether the child is provided services by paraprofessionals and, if so,
their qualifications.
